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According to the information received from the Bangladesh Meteorological
Department, light to heavy rainfall is likely to occur in all districts of Bangladesh from
March 17 to 22. At this time, there may be thunderstorms somewhere. Based on the
analysis of the data received from the Bangladesh Meteorological Department, the
following advisories are given for all districts:

e Avoid irrigation, fertilizer and pesticide application.

e Harvest mature crops quickly and store in a dry and safe place.

e Bacterial leaf blight may occur in Boro rice. To protect the crop from this
disease, 5 kg of potash fertilizer and 3.5 kg of gypsum per bigha should be
applied after the rains stop. However, if the paddy plant has passed the panicle
initiation stage, 60 grams of potash fertilizer, 60 grams of thiovit and 20 grams
of zinc should be mixed well in 10 liters of water and sprayed on 5 percent of
the land.

e Keep drains clear so that water does not accumulate on the ground.

e Arrange for elevated bunding around and inside the boro paddy.

e Provide mechanical support to the standing banana, sugarcane and
other horticultural crops.

o Ifthe field condition is suitable after rainfall then start sowing of jute seeds.
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
